INCOME

The total income WCSV received in 2006 for its operations was about
the same as in 2005 and included a major donation from an estate.
Operating expenses rose about 4%, with all of the increase occurring

in program expenses.

RESTRICTED FUNDS

A new Restricted Fund, the Bill Paker Fund,
was established in 2006 in honor on one of
WCSV's dedicated, long-time volunteers,and
most of the funds received in 2006 were for
that fund. The majority of the 2006 restricted
fund expenditures were for the construction
of the predatory mammal enclosure.
